Nowhere does the Bible refer to "wine" 

as part of the Lord's Supper. Alcoholic  
(fermented) wine is a result of the action of 
yeast (leaven). Leaven is a symbol of sin (I 
Corinthians 5: 6-7). Thus, alcoholic wine 
and leavened bread would be invalid 
symbols of the spotless Son of God.

C. What does the cup symbolize?
The cup (grape juice) pictures the shed
